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A Message From Robert F. Broyles,  
Library Board President 

While the purpose of this document is to report to you on the  
Libraryôs many activities and accomplishments in your behalf  
during 2016, I am acutely aware that this is my last report to you  
as Boslerôs Board President. The bylaws require that all Board 
members cycle off the Board after six years. 

At the end of 2016 we had to say farewell to Tara Renault who 
served one term on the Board. This January, we welcomed  
Charles Bussard to Board membership – and we promptly elected 
him Treasurer. 

The bylaws provision will have a big impact at the end of this  
year, 2017, because four Board Directors will be leaving the  
Board. That means you have just a short time to decide that you  
are willing to serve on the Board and to make that decision known 
to our nominations chair, Dr. Lillian Wong, or to anyone on the 
Board, or our Executive Director, Jeff Swope. I do hope you will 
seriously consider this wonderful opportunity to further support  
our Library. 

Now, the good news is that 2016 was another great year for 
Bosler.  

For all of the following accomplishments we owe a huge thank  
you to our supporters who continue to help us not only financially, 
but as participants in much of what we do. Especially among these 
is the wonderful group of people known as The Friends of Bosler. 
Joining that organization and becoming involved in the many  
things they do to support the Library is another thing you should 
seriously consider. 

A special accomplishment in 2016 was Celebrate The Book Week. 
The new biennial format began by offering not just two days as in 
the past, but a full week of programs and activities. The Friends of 
Bosler were a major player in this production and our featured 
speaker was the best-selling author, Lisa Scottoline. The week also 
featured a ComicCon, an Open Mic Night, several author talks, 
writing workshops, and more. Also, during the week, several  
Library awards were presented, including the Library Champion 
Award, presented posthumously to Nancy J. George. In subse-
quent years, the award will be presented in her name. 

We held block parties for young children, ages three to six, to  
have an hour of fun and learning with blocks. This program was 
made possible through a grant from The Office of Commonwealth 
Libraries through the Cruise Into Kindergarten Initiative. 

Bosler Free Libraries, part of the Libraryôs read and return  
program, began as a collaboration between Bosler, the Elm Street 
Project, Cumberland County Housing and Redevelopment  
Authority, and the Carlisle Arts Learning Center. Seven of these 
Free Libraries were placed in public areas around Carlisle Bor-
ough and are restocked and maintained by the Library. 

The Library also served as a venue for First Night Carlisle, with a 
great turnout of hundreds of people for each of the three shows  
performed by a local band – The Topper Broz.

A new outreach effort was launched  
in 2016 to install seven Bosler Free 
Libraries throughout the Borough  
of Carlisle.  Similar to Little  
Free LibrariesÊ found in other  
communities, Bosler Free Libraries  
are part of Boslerôs Read and Return 
program.  Anyone may borrow a book 
at any time without a library card, and 
there is no return due date. 
 

Bosler Free Libraries are small structures stocked with a variety 
of books for children and adults accessible to anyone at any time.  
Locations are the Carlisle YWCA (College and G Streets),  
Project SHAREôs Farm Stand (Pitt St. at Lincoln), Hope Station 
(149 W. Penn), South of South Neighborhood Association  
(46 Chestnut Ave.), Biddle Mission Park (311 E. North St.),  
corner of Pitt and North Streets, and the corner of Penn and  
Bedford Streets. 
 
The Bosler Free Library Read and  
Return Program began as a partnership 
between Bosler Memorial Library and 
the Elm Street Project, with additional 
support from the Cumberland County 
Housing and Redevelopment Authority, 
the Carlisle Arts Learning Center and a 
number of other community groups that 
serve as host sites.  Additional locations 
may be added in the future, and Bosler 
Memorial Library will continue to 
stock and maintain the libraries.

Thanks to our superb Development Officer, Molly Shane, the  
2015-2016 annual campaign set a new record, including receipt of  
a challenge grant from the McCormick Family Foundation which 
matched all new donations to the Library. The 2016-2017 annual 
campaign is already off to an impressive start and the McCormick 
Foundation has again committed matching funds for new  
donations.  

While we are thinking about funding, I should mention that  
although we still face financial challenges, a consensus-building 
initiative between the Cumberland County Library System and  
the County Commissioners did increase the library tax and they  
endorsed a Memorandum of Understanding that outlines agreed-
upon strategic goals that the County is willing to assist in funding. 

Finally, for 2016, I am proud to report that thanks to the  
talent and expertise of our Executive Director, Jeff Swope, the  
Cumberland County Library System was able to develop, procure, 
and implement two system-wide grants. One enabled the very  
popular circulation of Wi-Fi devices. The other is to support  
implementation of early childhood and early elementary math  
and science-based programs in all of the Countyôs libraries. 

In 2017, in addition to welcoming four of you to membership on 
our Board of Directors, we will kick off the first ever Celebrate 
Childrenôs Book Week in October. 

During this year I assure you that Bosler will continue to assess  
our programs, services and space utilization in order to provide  
the highest quality experience for our patrons. There will be more 
changes to the physical layout on the second floor and there will  
be adjustments to the staffing structure that will further enhance 
your experience with us.

Block Parties 

 

New for young children in 2016 was the introduction of a series 
of monthly hands-on learning programs called Block Parties.  
These special free-play programs allow children, ages 3-6, to 
practice skills encouraging their development in such areas as 
social interaction, social studies, physical development,  

mathematics, science, 
language arts, and art, 
all through the fun of 
block play.   
 

Bosler Libraryôs block 
parties are made  
possible by a grant 
through the Cruise into 
Kindergarten initiative,

Pennsylvania Department of Education through the Office of 
Commonwealth Libraries, and the Commonwealth of  
Pennsylvania, Tom Wolf, Governor. 
 

In addition to wooden blocks, the Library received a variety of 
figurines, animals and other props for the children to use with the 
blocks, as well as professional resources about block play and 
childrenôs development. For young readers, the library has books 
about building, tools and more. 

Lego Clubs 
In 2016, we began offering 
monthly Lego Club for kids 
in grades K-5.  We provide 
the baseplates, a wide  
variety of Lego bricks, and  
a challenge for these young 
builders.  The challenge 
might be to use only a  
certain number or color of 
bricks, or it might be a  
theme they need to build 

around, like the Olympics.  Participants have just under an hour 
to complete their creations.  Then photographs are taken of  
each creation, to be posted on Facebook.  Our Lego Club for  
elementary-age children has been so popular, weôre adding Little 
Legos to our programming in 2017, just for children ages 3 to 6. 

Legos are not only fun, they also help children develop skills  
in math, science, engineering, problem solving, socialization  
and literacy. Each month, we talk about the challenge, often  
introducing new vocabulary, as well as provide books and other 
library materials on the subject of that monthôs challenge.
